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We have been continuously assessing the COVID-19 impact and mitigation steps for Van
Gujjar and Taungya Communities and initiating steps to build community awareness and
resistance for some time now.

In order to pursue and strengthen our work we seek your support for:

1. Provisioning of health (adequate food support), hygiene and sanitation resources
during COVID and post COVID scenarios for the community with focus on - Women,
Adolescent girls and Children.

2. Conducting training and awareness sessions. Use technology to support community
resistance and response in situations similar to COVID in current and coming times.

3. Set up a Community owned learning centre for the women and children.
